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1635/1645 ARDMORE BOULEVARD (LAUREL GARDENS):


Laurel Gardens (the Gardens) is located just 1/2 mile off the Parkway East (Route 376) at the Forrest Hills Exit (Number 10) on Ardmore Boulevard (U.S. Route 30) in the Borough of Forrest Hills (please see map below).  This complex is comprised of two modern garden style three story apartment buildings constructed in the 1960s.  Each building houses eleven 1-bedroom and twelve 2-bedroom apartments. The Gardens were totally renovated in 1995 including new roofs, windows, parking lot, intercom entry system, central fire alarm system, emergency lighting, coin-op laundry equipment, hallway decorations and landscaping.  Most apartments have been renovated to include new cost efficient electric heating and air conditioning, kitchen cabinets, appliances, vinyl flooring, wall to wall carpet, ceiling fans, mini-blinds, paint and bath upgrades. 6618 DALZELL PLACE:


6618 Dalzell Place (Dalzell) is located just 2 miles from the Parkway East (Route 376) at the Edgewood/Swissvale Exit (Number 9).  Dalzell is situated 2 blocks off Forbes Avenue in the Squirrel Hill section of the City of Pittsburgh (please see map below).  Dalzell is a modern three story brick building constructed in the 1960s which houses four 2-bedroom apartments, one 1-bedroom apartment and  one large studio. There’s a coin-op laundry along with storage lockers on the first floor.  There’s plenty of on-street parking as well as in the on-site parking lot. Bus service is available nearby.

2700 BROADWAY AVENUE - (“RUTH”):


2700 Broadway Avenue (Ruth) is located just a few blocks off the highly traveled south hills corridors of West Liberty Avenue and Banksville Road in the Borough of Dormont (please see map below).  Ruth is a member of the Broadway Avenue Apartments we refer to as the “Girls” as three of the four buildings in the complex possess the prominent names of the original owners daughters... Ruth, Thea and Esther.  Ruth is an eclectic three story brick building constructed in the 1920s which houses six 2-bedroom apartments, one 1-bedroom apartment and four garages.  The apartments are serviced by gas hot water heat and intercom entry system.  A coin-op laundry and storage lockers are available in the basement.  Most apartments have been renovated to include new appliances, refinished hardwood floors, ceiling fans, mini-blinds, paint and bath upgrades.  The 2-bedroom apartments all have walk in closets, decorative tile fireplaces, sun rooms with french doors, formal dinning rooms with built in china closets and large rear porches. 2701 BROADWAY AVENUE - (“THEA”):

2705 BROADWAY AVENUE - (“Esther”):

Most apartments have been renovated to include new appliances, refinished hardwood floors, ceiling fans, mini-blinds, paint and bath upgrades.  The 2-bedroom apartments all have rear porches.  Plenty of on-street and on-site parking is available and there may be a garage space open in the heated integral garage. Public transportation is available near the door via the highly regarded Light Rail Transit or “T” system at the Stevenson stop.

1505 EDGEHILL AVENUE :


1505 Edgehill Avenue (Edgehill) is located just a few blocks off the highly traveled south hills corridors of West Liberty Avenue and Banksville Road in the Borough of Dormont (please see map below).  Edgehill is a member of the Broadway Avenue Apartments we refer to as the “Girls” as three of the four buildings in the complex possess the prominent names of the original owners daughters... Ruth, Thea and Esther.  Edgehill is an eclectic two story brick duplex constructed in the1920s which houses two 2-bedroom apartments.  The apartments are serviced by gas forced air heat.  Washer and dryer hookups and storage lockers are available in the basement.  Both apartments have been renovated to include new appliances, refinished hardwood floors, ceiling fans, mini-blinds, paint and bath upgrades.  Each apartment has a decorative tile fireplace, built in china closet, walk in closet, stained glass windows and a small rear deck.  Plenty of on-street and on-site parking is available and there may be a garage space open in the adjacent Esther building. Public transportation is available near the door via the highly regarded Light Rail Transit or “T” system at the Stevenson stop.

1300 WISCONSIN AVENUE:


1300 Wisconsin Avenue (Wisconsin) is located just one block off the highly traveled south hills corridor of West Liberty Avenue in the Borough of Dormont (please see map below).  Wisconsin is an eclectic three story brick building constructed around 1949 which houses six 2-bedroom apartments, one 1-bedroom apartment and five garages.  The apartments are serviced by gas hot water heat.  A coin-op laundry and storage lockers are available in the basement.  Most apartments have been renovated to include new appliances, refinished hardwood floors, ceiling fans, mini-blinds, paint and bath upgrades.  Each 2-bedroom apartment has a decorative fireplace, walk in closet, built in china closet and eat in kitchen.  Plenty of on-street parking is available and there may be a garage space open. Bus transportation is available one block away on West Liberty Avenue.

2976 VOELKEL AVENUE:


2976 Voelkel Avenue (Voelkel) is located just a few blocks off the highly used south hills corridors of West Liberty Avenue and Banksville Road in the Borough of Dormont (please see map below).  Voelkel is a modern three story brick building constructed around 1948 which houses seventeen 1-bedroom apartments and seven garages.  Voelkel was renovated in 1999 including new windows, intercom entry system, central fire alarm system, emergency lighting and attractive hallway decorations.  The apartments are serviced by gas hot water heat.  A coin-op laundry and storage lockers are available in the basement.  The apartments include appliances, wall to wall carpeting, ceiling fans, mini-blinds, paint and bath upgrades.  Plenty of on-street parking is available and there may be a garage space open. Public transportation is available near the door via the highly regarded Light Rail Transit or “T” system at the Kelton stop.

32 SHADY DRIVE WEST:


32 Shady Drive West (Shady) is located just a few blocks off the highly traveled south hills corridors of Washington Road and Banksville Road in the Borough of Mt. Lebanon (please see map below).  Shady is an eclectic brick building constructed around 1927 which houses two 2-bedroom apartments, six 1-bedroom apartments, one studio and four garage spaces.  The apartments are serviced by gas hot water heat.  A coin-op laundry and storage lockers are available in the basement.  Most apartments have been renovated to include new appliances, refinished hardwood floors, ceiling fans, mini-blinds, paint and bath upgrades.  Each 2-bedroom apartment has a decorative tile fireplace.  The 1-bedroom apartments have stained glass windows and functional window seats.  Plenty of on-street and on-site parking is available and there may be a garage space open. Bus transportation is available one block away on Washington Road.

10 PURCHASE PLACE:


10 Purchase Place (Purchase) is located just a few blocks off the highly traveled south hills corridor of Washington Road (Route 19) and Cedar Boulevard in the Borough of Mt. Lebanon (please see map below).  Purchase is a modern three story brick building constructed around 1950 which houses four 2-bedromm apartments, thirteen 1-bedroom apartments two furnished studios and ten heated integral garage spaces.  Purchase was renovated in 1993 including new roof, windows, intercom entry system, central fire alarm system, emergency lighting and attractive hallway decorations.  The apartments are serviced by gas hot water heat.  A coin-op laundry and storage lockers are available in the basement.  Most apartments have been renovated to include new appliances, wall to wall carpeting, ceiling fans, mini-blinds, paint and bath upgrades.  Plenty of off-street parking is available in the adjacent school lot and there may be a garage space open. Bus transportation is available near the door.

5388/5398 MAIN STREET:


5388/5398 Main Street  (the Main Street Apartments) are located just a few blocks off the highly traveled south hills corridor of South Park Road in the Borough of Bethel Park (please see map below).  This property is comprised of two modern three story brick buildings constructed in the early 1970s which house five 2-bedroom apartments and seventeen 1-bedroom apartments.  The apartments are serviced by gas forced air heat and air conditioning, intercom entry system, central fire alarm system and emergency lights.  A coin-op laundry and storage lockers are available in the basement of each building.  The apartments include appliances, wall to wall carpeting, ceiling fans, mini-blinds, paint and bath upgrades.  Plenty of off-street parking is available. Public transportation is available 1/2 mile from the door via the highly regarded Light Rail Transit or “T” system at the Brightwood stop.
